Currently Franklin has the highmeasured rate of smoking at 30% up from
24%, followed by both other counties at 20% in @imup from 17% and 18% in Essex up from
approximately 17%. A quick look at the variationthe rate of current smokers from 2006
through today leads one to see, when considermgadhfidence interval dictated by this sample
size, that while it is possible that the rate ob&ing has remained constant, it appears that in
these three counties we may be seeing a slighgaser It appears that between 2006 and 2009
approximately and consistently, 17% to 24% of dilles in these three counties smoked
cigarettes either some days or every day. Todagpam county, the rate is at the highest point in
the five instances at which it was measured. &keeof smoking is higher in Franklin than in the
other two counties. Still, in both Clinton and &ssin 2011 the rate is at its highest point and in
both cases the rate now approaches 20%.

In all three counties, men are more likely to haver smoked than are women, and in all three
counties residents with less than a college degyeenore likely to have ever smoked than are
residents with a college degree. In each caselarts with household incomes above $100,000
are less likely to have ever smoked than those wibmes below $100,000. Young people
smoke at rates slightly above the average in edktlsounties. In all three counties, significantly
more residents without a college degree continwgenoke as compared to those with a college
diploma. Where two years ago there was some es@#rat men were continuing to smoke at
rates greater than women, this year we do not seeaaingful gender variation in the

percentage of currently smoking adults in theseglwounties.

In Essex, more residents purchase cigarettes aen@nce stores or gas stations than through
any other source. But we find a large change yirfgubehavior with the percentage of smokers
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from both Clinton and Essex that purchase at InBiaservations rapidly increasing. Today,
60% of Clinton smokers, up from 43%, and 36% ofekssmokers, up from 18%, purchase at
Reservations. Franklin smokers continue to purelaafeservations at 64% up slightly from
61% two years ago. No doubt economic pressures hag an impact upon smokers going to
Reservations in order to save money on tobaccdpees.

In Essex, 45% still buy at convenience stores erggations while in Clinton and Franklin about
3 of 10 buy tobacco at those locations. Less 1l of smokers purchase cigarettes at the
balance of outlets including grocery stores, pharesa the internet, tobacco shops and other
locations.

While advertising issues discussed below canletilil to changes at convenience stores, gas
stations, and groceries or pharmacies, in thesetiesuwith the possible exception of Essex, the
prevalence of buying at Indian Reservations mayeaepany impact that changes at other
locations could produce elsewhere.

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Extremely large majorities of respondents in aleéhcounties have heard of the New York State
Smokers’ Quitline. From a low of 79% in Frankltihe number of respondents that have heard
of the Quitline grows to 86% in Essex and 89% imGh. In each county, older residents stand
out as the demographic group that has most infratyuleeard of the Quitline but still at
significant rates of 71% in Franklin, 72% in Essex 77% in Clinton. Smokers in each county
have heard about the Quitline at rates that appr2@6% (95% Clinton, 95% Essex, 89%
Franklin) and at rates greater than residentsstinaked in the past or never smoked. Awareness
of the Quitline has grown in each county appregiainice the 2006 survey when awareness of
the Quitline was 7 to 20 points lower.

While this group of smokers reports that doctotssas and their assistants continue to advise
them to stop smoking at the approximate same ma@inton and increasing rates in both Essex
and Franklin, we note that a surprising declineth&en place among dental practitioners.

Over half in Clinton and Franklin to nearly two+tthé of smokers in Essex report receiving
“quit” advice from doctors or nurses. The ratédath Essex and Franklin is up appreciably from
2009. But the rate at which dental professionadsadvising smokers to quit has declined in
each county by 14 to 29 points and today is onbuaR0 to 27%.
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Family members, children and spouses also contmaedvise smokers to quit but in each cot
at a declining rate. While in 2009 family membeese advising between 65 and 74%
smokers to quit, today those rates are only 467%6.

Still, it remainssomewhat of a conundrum that des continuing highawareness of the Quitlir

As
such, the margin of error of their responses isequigh. Still, we report that in Essex of the
17% of respondents that rent, 66%, down from 78 tlsere is no policy that governs smoking
in their dwelling. In Clinton of the 13% that re@tl%, up from 85%, report that there is no
policy and in Franklin, of the renter population2d%, 78%, up from 60%, report no policy. It
appears that those that advocate for smoke-fredidggeneed to pursue the development of and
then implementation of smoking policies in rentadedlings.

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Attitudes towards Legislation

Respondents in each county were asked whethemtbely support a law similar to one in
California that awards a traffic citation to any@reoking in a vehicle in which a minor is
present. The infraction can only result from bestgpped for some other offense and is
punishable by a fine of $100.

Support for this potential law tended to be a soiajority and relatively consistently split across
the three counties. In each case between 52% &@4dball respondents in each county said
they supported the proposal. Five percent or fdeleit was too lenient. Adding them together
those that support it with those that would seelgisgpport a more stringent penalty or
enforcement procedure well more than half (Clird8f0, Essex 54% and Franklin 56%) support
some form of law governing smoking in vehicles witinors. Still, 36% to 45% feel that this
proposal is too severe and can then be legitimatsy as opposing it.

Opposition to tbpgsal understood as those that say it is too
severe is greatest among smokers and does, amakgisnrange from 46% opposed in Clinton
to 63% in Franklin and 77% in Essex.

The findings here must be understood against thle thap of this particular question. It is
reasonable to believe that some respondents retactlkd situation, that is, being stopped for a
broken tail light, and receiving a fine for smokin§ome might find the enforcement intrusive
and be responding to that rather than the act oksrg with a minor present in the vehicle.
Nonetheless, support for this type of legislatiih@gh more vigorously opposed by smokers,
appears to have dubiously sufficient strength regggor enactment in these three counties.

Support is high, consistent and ranked for an esiparof the current clean indoor air law
among respondents across the three counties follbving areas: Playgrounds, Municipal
pools, Entryways, Public beaches and Public pasgport is highest for the expansion of the
law for playgrounds followed in descending ordemlopls, entryways, beaches and parks.

All respondents regardless of
demographics and smoking behavior support an exgran$the act to apply to playgrounds,
pools and entryways.
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Selling Tobacco Products

We see a clear ranking of where respondents tobin&dco products should be sold, when
looking at the average rates of support acrosthtiee counties, with gas stations and
convenience stores gaining support as tobaccdingtécations at 71% to 76% rates. Only a
small majority believe tobacco should be sold acgry stores, a venue that all households must
frequent and is often frequented by children. Riaaies receive only 32%, up from 22%, that
support sales of tobacco products. These nundasetail not only with the views expressed in
the support or opposition to advertising but alsihwhe buying behavior of smokers. In

general, the public see and accept conveniencessamd gas stations as the appropriate location
for tobacco commerce except when those store®eageld close to where children are.

While only an average of 32% of redpots across the three counties think
tobacco products should be sold in pharmacies, iB8#anklin, 30% in Essex and 28% in
Clinton, an average of only 56% across the thremies is either somewhat or strongly in favor
of a regulation that would ban the sale of all tmmaproducts in pharmacies.

As we have seen in other instances, despite ovémvitg sentiment in opposition to, in this
case, the sale of tobacco products in pharma@sppndents are more reluctant to support
legislation that would enforce that sentiment.ll Stiith a majority at least somewhat in favor
and in each county at least twice as many stroimgigvor as compared to those strongly
opposed, it does appear possible to move thisiiviéi forward.

Respondents offer less support for a regulationwioalld limit the number of stores that could
sell tobacco in their community than they had fgulating the sale in pharmacies. Support
falls from over 50% to 48% in Clinton, 40% in Fréinkand only 36% in Essex. In both Essex
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and Franklin, opposition to this regulation limgithe number of stores that could sell tobacco is
equal to or greater than opposition.
